It has been the aim of the writers to
develop a method in which the
material is arranged logically from the
standpoint of (a) rhythmic
development, (b) gradual extension of
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the range, and (c) development of
finger dexterity. An effort has been
made to keep the amount of
explanatory material at a minimum,
leaving the method of presentation to
the instructor, who, through frequent
contact with the individual pupil, is best

gualified to determine the most
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efficient procedure. This has also
allowed a greater amount of space for
tunes and musical exercises.

Edward Kleinhammer, author of The
Art of Trombone Playing, joined the
Civic Orchestra, the training orchestra
for the Chicago Symphony, in 1940.

After two years he was accepted by
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the Chicago Symphony Orchestra,
where he remained for his entire
career until he retired in 1985. He has
played under every Chicago
Symphony Orchestra conductor,
covering from Frederick Stock to Sir
Georg Solti. In 1986 he received the

Distinguished Service Award from the
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International Trombone Association.
While Kleinhammer states that his
