its tenderness and struggle,
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emerges from the evidence that has
been left behind, laid out for us to
appraise and appreciate. In an
earlier work, Was She Pretty?,
Shapton, a talented artist and
illustrator, subtly explored the
seemingly simple yet powerfully

complicated nature of sexual
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jealousy. In Important Artifacts and
Personal Property from the
Collection of Lenore Doolan and
Harold Morris—a very different yet
equally original book—she invites us
to contemplate what is truly
valuable, and to consider the art we

make of our private lives.
